Thank you to all our donors who gave so generously to the $1.4 million
capital campaign launched in 2006.  The staff and collections moved
onto the completed second floor of the 89 Warren St. building.  The

first floor remains to be renovated, exhibitions will be constructed and
installed, and a public opening is planned within the year.   

How were the $1.4 million campaign dollars spent?

Who completed the second floor renovation?
Tom Albrecht of Hilltop Construction was one of five local construction com-
panies to bid on the 2nd floor renovation.  Tom’s firm provided the lowest
bid and they completed a top quality job on time and within the proposed
budget as well.  

Why did you decide to relocate the staff and collections 
but not open the exhibitions to the public?
Shortly after the Museum’s second move to 79 Warren St., we learned that
a new owner would renovate that building within the year.  In four years,
each museum move had caused a loss of operation and severe physical and
financial stress on the staff and organization.  The board did not want one
more move to a temporary location.  With the limited amount of cash on
hand, there was a choice to be made:  A) renovate the first floor to open the
exhibition areas or B) relocate the staff and collections to the second floor.
Even though the board and staff were anxious to choose option “A” and
open to the public, a minimal amount of staff would have to situated for
reception, tours and security.  Also, construction to take place on the sec-

ond upper floor would create a dusty environment and no doubt impact the
public spaces.  The choice was option “B” which allowed the entire staff and
collections to relocate to the second floor, continue the off-site program-
ming, and begin fabrication of the exhibition galleries as funding for the first
floor renovation became available.  

How much more will it cost and for what? 
$300,000 is the project estimate to provide new mechanical (heating and
a/c), plumbing (two handicapped accessible bathrooms), and electrical sys-
tems (massive lighting grid for the exhibition areas).   Funding will also be
necessary to complete the fabrication of four exhibition galleries and the
installation of all seven.  Interior finishes (flooring, painting, walls) are also
needed for reception areas, donor recognition, a retail shop on the first floor,
and building signage.  

When do you expect the first floor to open?
The board remains committed to construction with little or no loans.  When
we believe the funding, either as cash on hand or pledges, is available, the
Museum will initiate a contract for that work.
