The Building Committee, co-chaired by
Susan Liucci and Elizabeth Little Hogan,
continues its work with architectural firm,

Collins + Scoville, on the renovation plans for 89
Warren Street with an intense focus on the exhi-
bitions and office floor plans. The committee has
worked with Adirondack Studios (formerly
Adirondack Scenic) on concepts for the first
floor exhibition space and the drawings look
great. Geo-technical and structural engineers
have also been consulted to create a seamless
building addition on the first and second floors. 

The building’s first repairs were to the 
exterior façade. This past summer, Ganem
Contracting Corporation spent several weeks
doing such masonry work as washing, pointing
and sealing the building’s stonework, providing
cores, beam work, patching and reconstruction
of the window sills, coating work and other mis-
cellaneous work to secure the facade. The inter-
ior’s lower level also needed power washing and
lighting to accommodate the storage of Museum
props. Americlean power-washed and sealed the
basement floor to provide clean, level storage
and lighting was installed by Dean Electric Co.
S.D. Carruthers Sons, Inc. is on track to com-
pletely replace the old roof with an insulated one
in the fall. They are contributing $12,000 in

materials and services from the total cost. We
thank all of our contractors for their excellent
work so far.

The Steering Committee, Building
Committee and Museum Staff worked together
to obtain State grants and local government
funding for masonry and handicap accessibility
work. Their teamwork also resulted in a
Legislative grant through NYS Senator Betty
Little for $50,000 from the 2005 budget. The
State has recognized that the building is an
important historical structure and is helping to
contribute to its rebirth as our new home. 

As with any major restoration project we
have our work cut out for us, but the strides we
are making bring us ever closer to our new goal.
It is an exciting time! H
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
