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A periodic look at the progress at the World Awareness Children’s Museum

$1.4 Million Capital Campaign

announced its first Capital Campaign for

$1.4 million to renovate 89 Warren St. at a
kickoff celebration on Monday, November 20,
2006 at Aimie’s Dinner & Movie in downtown
Glens Falls in front of an invited crowd of
Museum supporters and lead donors. Paul
Pontiff, President of the Board of Trustees, said
the announcement was made on Universal
Children’s Day, established by the United Nations
in 1954, as a day to observe peace and under-
standing among children around the world. The
event was made possible in part by the Warren
County Tourism Department.

The World Awareness Children’s Museum

Lisa Sheridan, Capital Campaign Chair, said the
Steering Committee has already raised $750,000
in pledges and donations from individuals, pri-
vate foundations, corporations, and government
sources. NYS Senator Betty Little, who provided
a $50,000 grant last year to fund the building’s
fagade restoration, announced a second $50,000
grant would be added to a $100,000 grant from
NYS Assemblywoman Teresa Sayward for the
construction of an addition.

The remaining $650,000 will be raised by the
Campaign Leadership Team members Jamie
Binley, Peter Hoffman, Cindy Hess, Mickey Orta,

Robert Dillon, Johnna Joly, Martha Woodbury,
Shelle Kelz, Ph.D., Joan Kubricky, and Tony Taverni.

The building’s first floor will be dedicated to
entrance, exhibition space, and a museum shop.
Children will begin their journey at the world
gallery which includes a large digital globe and
art from the Museum’s international collection of
over 6,000 pieces of original children’s art. The
art will come to life in interactive exhibitions in
adjacent galleries on home and family life, world
fashion, universal music, the market, cooking
around the world, and foreign currency. A spe-
cial gallery called the “Young Artists - Express
Yourself Gallery” will allow children to create
their own expressions of art.

The second floor will house the Museum’s
important and growing collection of children’s
art and educational artifacts to be stored in tem-
perature and humidity controlled areas.
Administrative offices and a conference room
will complete the space. H
