Significant Delay Getting Power

to the Building:

In order to accommodate the building’s power
load, a new utility pole was needed to replace the
old one. This took several months to accomplish
and then neighbor restrictions would not allow
the cables to go above ground from the pole to
the building. After lengthy negotiations, it
became necessary for the power to go under our
right-of-way driveway and Fredella Street to the
pole. This caused our original cost of $500 to
soar to a whopping $17,000 for underground
construction! Fortunately, a generous local foun-
dation provided the funding for this unplanned
expenditure. We now have electric power and we
can proceed with the installation of the elevator
funded by NYS Council on the Arts.

NYS Senator Joseph Bruno Grant:

A $50,000 legislative grant was originally given
through the NYS Office of Parks, Recreation and
Historic Preservation. But to receive this fund-
ing, their office mandated that we accurately
restore the building’s old windows and retain the
back wall. With the construction of an addition,
this was not possible. We reapplied to the state
and received funding for exhibition areas includ-
ing: Express Yourself furnishings; Home and

Family Life construction of a Japanese Home;
Global Theater construction; and Count Me In
construction. Griffin Engineering and Supply in
Hudson Falls is donating the storage space for
these exhibition components until we are ready
for installation.

Beautiful Windows & Doors:

Installation of all standard sized windows and
doors took place and after some delay, the con-
tractor and supplier resolved the framing and
sizing issues for the large custom storefront win-
dows. Take a look!
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Water in the Basement:

Severe storms this summer caused the city’s
storm sewers to back up and flood the building’s
basement. To the rescue came staff member,
Russell Serrianne, who bailed many gallons of
water by hand (remember, no electricity).
Fortunately, everything has been stored on pal-
lets so nothing was damaged.

Generous Donations of Furniture:

Sutton's Market donated colorful shelving for the
retail space on the first floor. Tribune Media
Services provided a very generous donation of
furniture for the second floor offices and confer-
ence room space. \We are so appreciative of their
support.
