On behalf of the staff and all the
Wvolunteers who have worked so hard on

the Museum’s capital campaign, we are
thrilled to thank you, our donors, for your
generous support. Whether your gift was $25.00
or $25,000, we have been so pleased with our
community’s interest and desire to participate in
whatever way they can to provide this special
place for children.

This past spring, several organizations came to
us and told us they wanted to help in some way.
This generated a welcome surge of positive
energy which countered the “doom and gloom”
atmosphere brought on by the economic
recession. This energy translated to a renewed
awareness in our project and dollars raised.

National Grid pledged $30,000 toward the first
floor renovation. Then the Sandy Hill Foundation
provided a generous gift of $30,000 towards the
2nd floor renovations. Other local organizations
coordinated events which raised awareness and
funding: the Walk Around the World Stroller
Parade sponsored by the North Country
Association for the Education of Young Children;
the City of Glens Falls held a basketball
tournament. And putting us just over our
campaign goal was a generous donation of
$5,000 from the South Glens Falls High School
Marathon.

These cash gifts will allow the Museum to sign a
contract with a local firm to renovate the second
floor this summer and move the administrative
staff and the collections before the end of the

year. HVAC, plumbing, and electric will be
installed and walls for the art and artifact
collections and offices will be constructed.

It will be necessary to raise approximately
$300,000 in additional funding to finish the
renovations on the first floor including HVAC,
electrical, plumbing and exhibition installation.
Thus, we are starting the second phase of the
Capital Campaign. The Capital Campaign Steering
Committee will continue to pursue support from
private foundations, government sources,
corporations and private individuals.

We are all looking forward to opening the
Museum to the public, hopefully in 2010 which
will allow us to celebrate our 15th anniversary in
style, and seeing the smiling faces of our children
when they visit the Museum’s new home.
